Gospel  Mt 22:1–14 or 22:1–10  In the shorter form 
of the reading, the passage in brackets is omitted. 
 Jesus again in reply spoke to the chief priests and elders of the 
people in parables, saying, “The kingdom of heaven may be 
likened to a king who gave a wedding feast for his son. He 
dispatched his servants to summon the invited guests to the feast, 
but they refused to come. A second time he sent other servants, 
saying, ‘Tell those invited: “Behold, I have prepared my banquet, 
my calves and fattened cattle are killed, and everything is ready; 
come to the feast.” ’ Some ignored the invitation and went away, 
one to his farm, another to his business. The rest laid hold of his 
servants, mistreated them, and killed them. The king was enraged 
and sent his troops, destroyed those murderers, and burned their 
city. Then he said to his servants, ‘The feast is ready, but those who 
were invited were not worthy to come. Go out, therefore, into the 
main roads and invite to the feast whomever you find.’ The 
servants went out into the streets and gathered all they found, bad 
and good alike, and the hall was filled with guests. [ But when the 
king came in to meet the guests, he saw a man there not dressed in 
a wedding garment. The king said to him, ‘My friend, how is it that 
you came in here without a wedding garment?’ But he was reduced 
to silence. Then the king said to his attendants, ‘Bind his hands and 
feet, and cast him into the darkness outside, where there will be 
wailing and grinding of teeth.’ Many are invited, but few are 
chosen.” ]

BEFORE COMING TO MASS—You are encouraged and it is strongly recommended  to wear a mask. Thank you for your patience through 
all of this. Exceptions to this are “children younger than 2 years old, anyone who has trouble breathing, and anyone who is incapacitated or 
otherwise unable to remove the cloth face covering without assistance” (CDC Guidelines). 

HYMNALS and worship cards will not be USED ! The Readings will continue to be available in the bulletin. Singing is kept to a 
minimum. 

 
ENTERING THE CHURCH– Hand sanitizers (in scarce supply) so if available will be placed on the tables. Please use the hand sanitizer upon 
entering and exiting the Church if desired.  If not please feel free to bring your own. We will try to supply as long as possible. Supervise children 
if using it! 

Pick up a bulletin to follow the readings. THEY MUST BE TAKEN HOME WITH YOU. NOTHING MAY BE LEFT IN THE PEWS. 
  
***SEATING– We must Social Distance so when taking your seat, please honor the restricted pews and be aware of people already 
seated. Please sit in a pew that is OPEN.   DO NOT SIT IN BACK OF ANOTHER!                   SIT AT THE OTHER END OF THE PEW 
IF SOMEONE IS ALREADY THERE.  Please place 6 feet around and between your household and members of a different household 
always being aware of those around you. Members of the same household may sit together as normal. 

 
DURING MASS A basket will be placed at the back of the church for collection.  There will be no bringing up the gifts or the Sign of Peace 
during Mass. There should be no holding of hands during the Our Father. 

 
RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION - 
1. WALK UP SINGLE FILE ( THERE IS NO HURRY). 
2. SOCIAL DISTANCE BY LEAVING 2-3 pews apart between you and the next person regardless of family.  
3. REMOVE YOUR MASK TO ONE SIDE or PULL IT DOWN AT THE FIRST LINE. BOW AT THIS TIME. 
4. PROCEED TO THE PRIEST OR EM. 
5. PUT YOUR HANDS OUT CUPPED TO MAKE A THRONE READY TO RECEIVE JESUS OUR KING. 
6. STEP ASIDE AND PLACE THE HOST IN YOUR MOUTH. 
7. PUT YOUR MASK BACK ON. AFTER YOU HAVE RECEIVED. 
8. RETURN TO YOUR PEW KEEPING  DISTANCE DOWN THE AISLE (WALL SIDES/CENTER). 
9. PLEASE BE PATIENT AND UNDERSTANDING! The faithful are asked, encouraged and it is highly recommended to receive Holy 

Communion in the hand. If desired but not recommended, to receive on the tongue, you must wait at the reserved table on the Mary side and 
Father will give you communion after using the hand sanitizer.  

 
EXITING THE CHURCH - At the conclusion of Mass, please exit the Church PRACTICING Social Distancing and proceed directly to your 
car. Please do not congregate in church  as sanitation continues to take place after each mass when possible, for example: door handles, surfaces, 
microphones, bathroom, tops of pews, etc. In keeping with the Arch. of Phila., St. Joseph’s continues to  follow the recommended guidelines from 
the CDC for sanitation to the best of our ability as we resume public Masses.

SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM and CONFIRMATION ROLE OF  
SPONSORS  A baptismal preparation evening class is mandatory for 
all parents who are requesting Baptism. The class is provided on the 
third Thursday of each month. Baptisms are on the Second Sunday 
of each month. Please make an appointment with the Rectory Office. 
Godparent or Sponsor Requirement- You must be a practicing 
Catholic, in good standing, and attend mass regularly, (married 
validly if married), at least 16 years of age, and have received the 
sacraments of initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist).  
Eligibility Certificates for another Parish- *We cannot issue 
certificates of eligibility to any parish if a person is not regularly 
attending Sunday mass and/or isn’t properly registered in St. 
Joseph  Parish .
